I.    Submission vs Independence  
 
Submission = an act of submitting to the authority or 
control of another.  
 
Independence = not subject to control by others; self 
governing; not requiring or relying on something else. 
 
Interdependence = mutually dependent; depending on one 
another. 
 

1. The Kingdom of God is not based on 
independence, but interdependence. 

 
2. The Kingdom of God is not run as a Democracy, 

but as a Theocracy. 
 

3. You cannot have authority, if you are not under 
authority. 

 
4. You must be given authority, to exercise 

authority.
