Joel 2:28-30a

And it shall come to pass afterward, that I will pour out my spirit
upon all flesh; and your sons and daughters shall prophesy, your
old men shall dream dreams, your young men shall see visions;
and also upon your servants and upon your handmaidens in those
days will I pour out my spirit. And I will show wonders in the
heaven and in the earth,  (KJV)

Pouring out is the act of pouring something from one vessel to
another or pouring over a thing. G5281

When God pours out His Spirit we:
 Receive power
 Have Christ’s authority
 Are able to do His works

1.  Acts 1:8 Receive Power
GR1411 – dynamis

1) Strength, power, ability
a) inherent power, power residing in a thing by virtue of

its nature, or which a person or thing exerts and puts
forth

b) power for performing miracles
c) moral power and excellence of soul
d) power and influence which belong to riches and wealth
e) power and resources arising from numbers
f) power consisting in or resting upon armies, forces,

hosts

2. Receive Authority – Matthew 16:18
“And I will give unto you the keys of the kingdom of heaven
and whatsoever thou shall bind on earth shall be bound in
heaven and whatsoever you shall loose on earth shall be
loosed in heaven” KJV

What does Godly authority look like for us?
a. Speak the word of God with boldness (Acts 4:31)
b. Walk in discernment  (John 14:16-19)
c. Speak words of encouragement, hope and healing.
d. Heal the sick (James 5:15)
e. Break curses and break up fallowed ground (Hosea 10:12)
f. Release blessings
g. SHIFT THE ATMOSPHERE
